MINERS CRUSH CENTRAL WITH
LINE SMASHING ATTACK.

MINERS 19-CENTRAL 6

A faltering Central College line
could not stop a fierce Miner attack
and the Central Eagles fell before
the Miners 6-19. The Eagles scored
their lone tally in the first few
minutes of play when they gained
the advantage f an exchange of
punts and followed it with a twenty
yard pass.

The Miners took the kick off and
immediately proceeded to batter the
Central line to a pulp in a long march
down the field from their own 35
yard line to a touchdown. The sup-
posedly strong Eagle line was un-
able to stop Hassler and Thornton in
their hard line drivers. Hyland dis-
tinguished himself in lugging the
ball through a broken field on numer-
ous occasions during the game. He
was responsible for the longest run £
the game when he took a Central
punt on his own 20 yard line and
ran it back to the Eagle 25-yard line.
Malick was credited with two of the
Miner touchdowns when he snared
Hassler’s passes over the Eagle goal
line. Hassler accounted for the
Miner’s only extra point after touch-
down whhen he hit the Eagle line for
the necessary gain.

Central staged a desperate come-
back in the final period by complet-
ing a series of passes in a march
down the field but this rally was
stopped when Thornton intercepted
a pass on the Miner 15-yard line and

THE WORK OF THE MISSOURI

STATE SURVEY COMMISSION.

The Fifty-fifth General Assembly
created the Missouri State Survey
Commission whose duty it is to make
a survey and report of the financial
and revenue sources and needs of
the state, of the several departments
of state government, the condition
and needs of the eleemosynary, penal
and educational institutions, and the
public schools of the state. This Com-
:mission of seven members, the
Honorable Theb. Gary, Chairman,
Senator Wm. R. Painter, Claude B.
Ricketts, Allen McReynolds, Repre-
sentative Langdon R. Jones, Senator
Manvil H. Davis, and Fred Naeter,
has since about the middle of June
engaged in making a thorough and
complete surve of the above enumer-
ated state activities, and in this sur-
vey had the assistance of experts.

The general purpose of the survey
is to find facts as to the condition of
Missouri and in view of these facts
to recommend to the Governor and
General Assembly, if necessary,
imeans = of improving conditiens.
There is no doubt but that the work
cf the Survey Commission will result
in a material advancement of Mis-
souri state government and the wel-
fare and prosperity of the people of
Missouri. Its scope is wide enough
to insure this.

We are particularly interested, of
course, in the educational part of
the survey, and still more particu-
lerly inthe survey of the School of
Mines and Metallurgy. The Director’s
cffice has been very busy for the last
three ronths in gathering informa-
tion for the experts of the Survey.
Tn this Dr. Clair V. Mann has render-
ed signal assistance. It was the pur-
pose to put on the record of the Sur-
vey Commission, once and for all,
the facts concerning the School of
Mines. It is a well known fact in legal
circles that in the trial of a suit, the
main thing after all is to get the
case on the RECORD for the case
is finally decided by the record. We
believe that the record for the
School of Mines has been made and
that future years will bring the

WESTMINSTSER TO
INVADE ROLLA SATURDAY.

The Miners are expected to
meet their match when the Blue Jays
journey down from Fulton mnext
Saturday. The Westminster crew are
determined to wipe out the defeat
suffered last year at the hands of
the Miners, but the Miners are just
as determined to <continue their
march toward the Missouri College
Umion championship. '

A victory for the Miners Saturday
will pave a great deal of the way te
the coveted goal. The only remain-
ing hurdle to be taken for success
will be Drury.

The Blue Jays have mnot been
scored on this season by a confer-
ence team, while they piled up scores
like 58 to 0 against Culver-Stockton,
39 to 0 against Tarkio College, and
19 to 0 against Drury. Boyd, West-
minster’s star quarter-back is ex-
pected to cause the Miners much
trouble by his fast deceptive plays.
The Jays will probably use a pass-
ing attack as they have in several
cf their previous games.

At present the Miners, Westmin-
ster, and Missouri Valley are in «
triple tie for the lead in the M. C. A.
U. © conference. If the Miners win
Friday there will be a chance for a
co-championship shared with Missou-
ri Valley, but if Westminster wins
either the Blue Jays or the Mis-
souri squad must fall when the teams
meet Nov. 16.

The Miners returned victorious
from the conflict with the title-hold-
ing Central eleven but have again
donned war togs preparatory to
giving Westminster the proper kind
of entertainment. Several hard serim-
mages have taken out all stiffness
left over from the Central game and
Coach Grant has been, drilling his
~~cn on some plays created especial-
ly for Westminster’’s benefit.

This game is by far the most im-
portant = game remaining of the
Miner schedule, and every Miner
should be out to help the team.

Hassler kicked out of the danger
zone. The Miners had possession of
the ball most of the time while Cen-
tral failed to make a first down from
line plays, making all her gains from
passes.

The Miners used straight football
throughout the game with very few
deceptive plays attempted. The
muddy condition of the field evident-
ly hindered the title-holding Central
eleven from getting their offensive
mach.ne functioning properly. Their
passing was ragged and their kicks
all fell short, giving the Miners pos-
session of the ball well down in the
Eagle territory on several occasions.
Hassler had a good day in punting,
his kicks averaging nearly 40 yards.

The defeat which the conference
title holders suffered at the hands
of the Miner aggregation places the
Miners well up in the list of contend-
ers for the championship this season.
Should the Miners emerge victorious
from the clash with Westminster next
Friday the only stumbling block to
the title is the comparatively weak
Drury eleven. Westminster has a
long series of victories to her credit
with large scores which indicates that
the Blue Jays have a scoring punch
that is not to be denied. The Miners
were not forced to uncover all their
deceptive plays in the Central game
and these plays should augment their
strength materially in the battle with
the Blue Jays.

Londrigan injured his shoulder in
scrimmage last week and again in
the Central game and may not be
able to play against Westminster.
Schofield’s ankle has improved a
great deal, and although he was un-
able to participate in the game with
the Eagles, he is expected to be in
fine condition for the Blue Jay battle.

SPEAKS TO MINING AND MET.

The Mining and Metallurgical As-
sociation of the Missouri School of
Mines, which met Friday, Nov. 1,
enjoyed an interesting and instruc-
tive talk by Mr. Francis B. Foley on
“The Use of Steel in Mining.” Mr.
Foley is Research Superintendent of
the Midvale Steel Co., and is well
qualified to discuss subjects pertain-
ing to the use, improvement, and
causes of failure of steel.

The principle causes for the failure
of steel in industrial work are cor-
rosion, breakage, and wear. Recent
experimehnts have lbeen conducted
by the Midvale Steel Company’s Re-
search Laboratories for the purpose
of investigating the kinds of steel
which are most resistant to wear and
to find the causes of breakage.

The main body of Mr. Foley's talk
was concerned with the results of
these experiments and suggesting
measures of improvement. His dis-
cussion was concentrated on the
scientific reasons for the failure of
drill steel, and the influence of cor-
rosion and wear upon failure. Num-
erous suggestions for  improvemens
such as higher carbon steels, betler
milling and better heat treatment
were also discussed in detail.

A large part of the picture vividly
described a seven weeks trip through
the jungle in search of the Tengarra
tribe. The men of the tribe are
sArikingly feminine in appearance

and take as much pains in their make
up as the average modern woman.
