The Missouri School of Mines
Chapter of the Phi Kappa Phi Na-
tional Honor Society held its annual
distribution of awards last Friday
during the eleven o’clock mass meet-
ing in the auditorium of Parker Hall.
Prof. C. M. Dodd, president of the
local chapter, presented the book
plates and pledge ribbons, as Mr.
Paul Howard, secretary of the M. S.
M. chapter, read the list of names of
those to whom the awards were to be
made.

Comparing the Phi Kappa Phi
members with their armour of know-
ledge to Knights of King Arther's
Round Table, Prof. Dodd at the open-
ing of the meeting, then went on to
deliver a brief prefatory address
about the origin and aims of the
organization.

Phi Kappa Phi was founded at the
University of Maine in 1897 by men
who saw the need for an honor so-
ciety based on wider lines than any
then in existence. It was broadened
into a national honor society by ac-
tion of a committee composed of A.
‘W. Harris, President of the Univers-
ity of Maine, C. W. Dabney, then
President of the University of Ten-
nessee, and George A. Atherton, then
President of Permsylvania State Col-
lege. Subsequently Phi Kappa Phi
expanded to so great a degree that it
now has 49 chapters in the United
States totaling about 20,000 mem-
bers and extends from the Atlantic
to the Pacific and from the Great
Lakes to the Gulf of Mexico.

The society is for the promotion of
high ideals and scholarship. To this
end members are elected from the
upper 109 of each senior class and
their elgibility depends not only up-
on high scholarship but upon per-
sonality and high moral character as
well. In recognition of their schol-
astic attainment, however, book plate
awards are made to the top 15% of
all the classes.

DR. OTIS SMITH TALKS BE.
FORE CROWD OF 100

Following an informal dinner at
the Colonial Hotel given in his honor,
Dr. George Otis Smith, former direc-
tor of the United States Geological
Survey, and past President of the
American Institute of Mining and
Metallurgical Engineers, spoke to
about one hundred Students, faculty
members, and associates of the U. S.
G. S.

Dr. Smith was introduced to his
audience by Chief H. A, Buehler,
State Geologist. From real, personal
and business relations Chief Buehler
highly recommended Dr. George Otis
Smith as an inspiration to the young
engineer,

‘“Fellow engineers”, said Dr .
Smith, “I like engineers, and I like
them young”. This was Dr. Smith’s
greeting to the Miners. This same
man who brought to the attention of
his country the tremendous power
back of the nations water resources;
who girected the greatest geologic
organization in the country; who
stands out in the field of Geology and
Mineral industry as does Ford in the
automotive world, was calling us for-
tunate students who attended his
lecture 'fellow engineers’. It brought
to the mind of the writer the real im-
portance back of the name we receive
upon our graduation; it brought home
the dependance and reliability placed
upon the engineer by the modern
world.

FRESHMEN LECTURE

At the Freshmen Special Lecture
last Thursday Charles J. Millar, As-
sociate Professor of Biology, deliv-
ered a convincing speech to the
‘“green caps’.

After walking to and fro before
the class of '40, several times Prof.
Millar began his address due to the
absenae of someone to introduce him.
His first utterance, “Are you alive?”
made the class sit up and begin to
think. Several of the bolder fresh-
men spoke up trying to answer the
question. Leaving this question he
asked, “What is Life?" Throughout
the class there were mutterings but
no one was bold enough to speak up.
Defining life Professor Millar said,
“life is defined in terms of itself, for
instance, life is defined in terms of
itself, for instance, life is the state of
being alive or living and is ended by
death.” ‘“What is death?”,, he then
asked and then proceded to explain
that it also is defined in terms of it-
self, “the state of being dead or the
act of dieing.” In giving illustra-
tions about odd types of death he
described where two fish both sub-
merggd in liquid oxygen became very l

stiff, one fish if dropped would break
like glass while the other if returned
to water will probably resume swim-
ming. Another odd interesting ex-
ample about death is told of a cer-
tain Colonel Townsend who had the
power to stop ‘his heart beating and
after being dead for several hours
could return to life. Colonel Town-
gend irv this way swindled the in-
surance companies out of a great
deal of money by his act of dieing.

Still another example described is
when a turtles heart is cut out if
placed in a salt solution will con-
tinue to live for about 36 hours and
the tail will twich if touched. From
these examples one can see it is dif-
ficult to judge whether or not a
thing is dead when its heart stops
beating.

“The origin of life,” Profiessor Mil-
lar continued, ‘“is disputed by many.
The Bible claims about 4000 B. C. the
first life appeared anl several days
later man appeared, Others say life
first came to this earth from other
plane‘s but “they say this only be-
cause we know nothing about the
planets surrounding us. We do know
that life arises from existing living
organisms only'’.
spoke on how living organisms must
be furnished food in order to live

and grow. ‘“When we eat”, he said,
‘“we store potential energy but this
potential energy is changed to kinetic
energy in order for us to move. All
life will respond to certain stimulants
such as a mule will respond when
stuck with a pin.

Professor Millar then spoke on hu-
man cells and about the blood. The
cells grow very fast he explained,
some when they reach their maxi-
mum growth split in two and con-
tinue to grow while other types of
cells do not split in two hut remain

'as one large cell. If one of these cells

were split In two each particle
would grow to regular size.
It is in this way twins are formed.
Human cells grow so fast that mil-
lions of new cells are grown every
minute. In talking about the blood
he explained that in“a normal sys-
tem the red corpuscles are enough in
number to resist most types'of in-
fection. He said in ending ‘“there
are about 10,240,000,000,000 red cor-
puscles to one pint of blood and there
are about twelve pints of blood in a
normal human body so I will leave it
up to you to figure about how many
red corpuscles there are in your

tro-magnetic field, the higher the
note audible. This is then carried
from the console to the amplifiers
where it Is amplified and comes to
yvour ears from the speakers. For
chapels, and small halls only one
amplifier and speaker is used. For
this hall it is neccessary to use the
larger one which has four speakers
and two amplifiers. In California a
customer used niety-eight of the
the larger ones and the music from
them can be heard five miles away.

Many people think that the electric
organ is just like the radio. It is
tiresome hearing people say for it is
not true. The radio transmits but
does not create as the organ does. On
the console there are drawbars which
regulate the intensity if various com-
binations.

KAPPA SIGMA

The M. S. M. chapter of the na-
tional social fraternity, Kappa Sigma,
was the third fraternity to be estab-
lished on the campus, the Sigma Nu
and Kappa Alpha (Fraternities hav-
ing obtained their charters but a few
monthg earlier. Ten members were

initiated and the Beta Chi chapter
was formally installed by represent-
atives of four other chapters on Dec.
1903. In 1927 the fraternity bought
the house which it now occupies. At
there are eleven active
members and eleven pledges.

The Kappa Sigma Fraternity was
founded by Five Friends and Broth-
ers on December 10, 1869, at the Un-
iversity of Virginia. It has 106
chapters in the United States (in all
states except Connecticut and Ne-
vada) and one chapter in Canada. It
has 38,5663 initiates, being secorsl in
size only to the Sigma Alpha Epsilon
Fraternity. Xappa Sigma owns 88
chapter houses valued at $2,678,000.
It has an Endowment Fund of $361,-
663.93 and has assisted 416 students
to complete their education by loan-
img them $85,760.40, as well as 1%an-
ing twenty-seven chapters $237,652.-

27 to finance their houses. It is one
of the only two fraternities to publish
a magazine monthly during the col-
lege year and issues to every initiate

a subscription for life. Kappa Sig-

ma is governed by a Supreme Exec-
utive Committee, national commis-
sioners and secretaries and District
Grand Masters who are successful
business and professional men, de-
voting time and thought to the wel-
fare of the chapters and brothers in
college. Kappa Sigma has alumni
chapters in more than 100 cities
where brothers meet and entertain
visiting brothers. It has had only
one honorary member, Jefferson
Davis, President of the Confederacy,
whose son and gramdson were Kappa
Sigma’s.

In order to further scholarship, the
local, Beta. Chi chapter, has amongst
its members, a house tuutor, in the

person of Robert P, Alger, whose
duty it is to encourage and coach the
members and pledges in their acad-
emic pursuits.
