Hitler Lacks Warplanes

'To Match Allies

By UNITED PRESS

Allied airmen covering the inva-
sion of Europe are pitted against
German pilots who still are skillful
and daring and whose planeg still
are well-made and deadly. But,
from Hitler’s standpoint, there just
aren’t enough of them.

The Germans -are believed to
have started the war with 7,000
first-line aircraft.” Now they have
only a fraction of that number.
Apart, from heavy combat losses,
the German fighter output is esti-
mated to have been slashed more
than 80 per cent by Allied bomb-
ings. They long since gave up the
large-scale manufacture of bomb-
ers.

Allied airpower, on the other
hand, is enormous. The number of
British and American heavy bomb-
ers alone in the European theatre
has been placed at between 5,000
and 6;000. America’s total plane
production is more than three
times that of Germany and both
Britain and Russia exceed it.

And — although no figures are
available — there is no question
of trained pilots, gunners and
bombardiers to fly those planes.

11,200 TONS BOMBS DROPPED.

LONDON — Thousands of
Allied bombing planes soft-
ened up the defenses of west-
ern Europe for the Anglo-
American invasion armies last
night and early today drop-
ping more than 11,200 tons of
high explosives down on the
the Nazi coastal fortifications
in eight and one-half hours of
furious attack.

WASHINGTON, JUNE 6 (UP) |
—Headquarters of the European |
theater of operations reported to
the War Department today that
Allied aircraft covering the inva-‘
sion “are hitting any target that|
has a bearing on the strength of}
the armies at the front.”

“No target is too small” to be
ignored by the Allied air forces,
the report continued.

“At the eve of invasion, tar-
gets for the 9th Air Force
Mustangs, Thunderbolts and
Lightnings were concentrated
in a relatively narrow but im-
portant area of mnorthern
France and Belgium, eriss-
crossed with roads and rail
lines from Germany, leading
to the first line of pillboxes |
and trenches and dotted with |
strategic air bases and cities.” ‘
As before D-Day, the fighters |

and bombers also continued to}
strike at the larger targets behind
the landing points, the department
said. The headquarters report
said that the U. S. Ninth Air Force
was now “flying more fighter-
bomber missions with more air-|
craft than any airforce in history.”

Only ‘Secret Weapon’ Is
Rocket Gun, Says Nazi

Rumors that the Germans are
preparved to hurl “invisible air-
craft and “uranium bombs”
against the invading Allied troops
today are wholly untrue, the Ger-
mans themselves admit, but in
their place they claim to have
rocket guns with fantastic range
and extraordinary power.

German artillery Gen. Paul
Hasse conceded in a recent article
in the Koelnische Zeitung that
widely-circulated stories of fabu-
lous Nazi “secret weapons” were
entirely unfounded in fact. But he
added, according to Swiss sources, |
that the new German rocket gun
had many devastating uses and
that more were being developed.

While the effect of the rocket
shells’ fragmentation is limited,
Hasse said, the air pressure from
their® explosions can annihilate
men, tanks, guns and buildings
over a wide area. He added, how-

D-DAY! This is it! The in-
vasion is on!
« % %

AT 3:15 a. m. our phone rang,
long and loud. We stumbled —
half asleep —to the receiver.
“This is the United Press,” said
a calm voice. “—the invasion is
on.”

DESPITE the fact we had
been expecting just such a call,
having prearranged for the day-
and-night service with UP, it
was a shock to hear the words
spoken with never-failing UP
authority—“The invasion is on!”

YES, THIS WAS "FE. The
United Press doesn’'t make mis-
takes on such news. “General
Eisenhower announces wholesale
landings on the north coast of
France,” the voice continued.
We first telephoned the shop
foreman and the circulation man-
ager, then jumped into
clothes, and, half-dressed, hur-
ried to the office. Stan Taylor
was already in the shop, prepar-
ing for the “extra”.

some

OTHER STAFF MEMBERS
followed soon thereafter. The
teletype started clicking away at
the story, by direct wire from
battle headquarters. Ben Gross
arrived at the shop without his
eyeglasses, but he succeeded in
jamming the type into the page
as fast as Taylor set it on the
linotype. Jean Thomas, news
editor, interviewed busy tele-
phone operators, night police of-
ficers, hotel clerks and others.
Myrtle Brown helped Lyle Cus-
ter, circulation manager, line up
them out. The
“extra” took form and was on
the street at 5:58 a. m.

ONLY OPPOSITION to the
invasion on the ‘“home front”
was encountered when the NEW
ERA ran into the local gestapo.
John Hale, Rolla city police of-
ficer, threatened small news-
boys with arrest “for blowing
whistles” and offered to arrest
us, too, “if any more whistles
are blown.” Although we ordi-
narily frighten easily, we mus-
tered up courage enough to urge
the boys to continue their sales.
They did—and sold more than
1,000 copies.

SOME of the newsboys sold
as many as 97 papers. We
brought up the rear with our
sales, selling only 13 beteen the
office and Harvey’s cafe—there
for a cup of coffee at 6:30 a. m.
An army officer asked us for an
